III. COMMON STRUCTURES OF PROPHETIC END-TIMES SCRIPTURES

A.

Though this is not
true of all of them, it is a common observation for a significant number of them. The three
common components are:

1. Revelation—meaning what content we have been shown. I am not talking about the book
of Revelation per se, but the fact that most end-times passages have a revelation from the
spiritual realm given to someone that they are to proclaim or record for all to know.

2. Interpretation—seeks to give us understanding as to the meaning of the content received
in the revelation.

3. Application—calls us to respond in some way in our relationship with God.
